Summary dot points

1. No community consultation process to progress from investigation area or identified growth area.
2. Beaudesert Shire Cr Hajnal Ban and NBSAG held meeting at Greenbank Community Hall in 2006 was attended by 300+ residents. Outcome with community survey of 1000 people was only 11% support for NMEP. This has been the only real community consultation.  

3. No surveys for any species – koalas, quolls, frogs, reptiles, flying foxes. There is data from Wildnet data, Wildcare and other care group data, Queensland Museum

4. No traffic study with impact on local infrastructure, residents or wildlife.

5. No plans to manage changes to water flows, odours, noise, pollution and impact on adjacent rural residential properties relying on tank water.

6. No background studies available to community – with confidential reports from Beaudesert Shire’s   WOSP being used to “justify” site location.

7. Logan’s documentation re this is “hidden” amongst GMCM confidential documents Logan City Council “Growth Management – Core Matters” not released until last SEQRP was released. Residents were not consulted.

8. Use of several different  names /acronyms from MLNBSA to GFA to NMEP is confusing to residents 

9. There are new residents coming into Logan suburbs who are totally unaware of proposed NMEP.

10. Principles of ESD ecological development are not available for community to comment on as there are no plans provided in documents.

11. Vegetation mapping and also part site survey shows existence of remnant vegetation and also stands of federally endangered ecological community Melaleuca irbyana. It is proposed for clearing.

12. No buffers or consideration for amenity of adjacent rural residential properties.

13. Reported road kill of quolls and 10 sightings included in Wildnet data but proposal offers no plans. 

14. Koala offset proposed fails to meet criteria in

15. Purchase of land – possibly in Somerset -  less than 117 ha proposed for clearing at 4499-4651 Mt Lindesay Highway will in no way AVOID negative impacts on koalas currently living on property. 
16. There is no consideration for managing any wildlife that would flee from a barren landscape.
17. Missing an opportunity to manage the land in a way that does not destroy the ecological integrity of the site – eg nature refuge, ethno-botanical gardens
